Capital Preparatory Magnet School wants to provide students and staff with after-school opportunities for continuing
education after school has ended. In order to deliver services effectively and without interruption, the following
procedures for staying after school are in place until further notice. Students who stay after school must be a
member of one of the following three groups: academic center, extra help with Ms. Williams or athletics.

The following lists the assignments and procedures to stay after school for each specific group.

Academic Center (rooms 308 and 310):

Only students who sign up on the back of the morning reminders or students who have been assigned
detention may stay after school in the academic center. Students who sign up to stay MUST be in the room
by 3:30. Any student who arrives to their room after 3:30 will not be allowed into the academic center and
must leave the building. Detentions will be doubled for being absent on the assigned day.

Teachers must take attendance in each room; Flor will pick up attendance by 3:45.

Students are dismissed at 4:15 and must leave the building. Teachers must ensure the room is empty before
leaving.

All athletes must be in study hall and prepared by 3:30. Any player not in study hall by 3:30, whether it is
practice or game day, will be sent home. NO EXCEPTIONS!

All players must show up to study hall prepared for study hall. No one will be anywhere in the building other
than the designated rooms, including the main office. This means students are unable to go to their lockers
and may only go to the lavatory one at a time if they have their agendas.

Attendance will be taken at 3:30 each day and picked up by Flor by 3:45.

All students must come in and show their agendas to the coaches. All homework to be completed must be
written in the agenda.

Coaches must check completed assignments. Students who claim to have no assignments due, must either
read a book or sit and be quiet. No headphones or musical devices or sleeping.

At 4:45 all computers will be returned to the cow and checked by coaches to make sure all have been
returned. At 5:00 the cow will be returned to the office by the captains for each team.

All players must leave the building, get on the bus and go to practice.
